Multiform CNS complications accompany HIV infection.

a) CNS disease related to HIV-1 itself.
· cognitive/motor complex or AIDS dementia complex (ADC)
· Aseptic meningitis
· Vacuolar myelopathy
· Peripheral neuropathies 
b) Infectious 
· Viral-Progresivemultifocal leukoencephalopathy (PML) ,CMV encephalitis Herpes encepahalitis
· Fungal-Cryptococcal ,coccidioidomycosis, histoplasmosis meningitis
· Bacterial-Tuberculous meningitis
· ProtozoaToxoplasmosis,Neurocysticercosis
c) Autoimmune
d) Neoplastic due to immunodeficiency include CNS lymphoma, Kaposi sarcoma
e) Cerebrovascular diseases
f) Some neurologic conditions are caused by antiretroviral drugs
Other drugs- Medications as causes are often overlooked including nonsteroidal anti-inflammatory drugs (NSAIDs), trimethoprim/sulfamethoxazole, and intravenous immunoglobulin (IVIG).
g) In addition, AIDS patients are susceptible to the same neurologic diseases as patients who do not have HIV infection.
